It is your responsibility as the primary investigator to be sure that your human subjects are protected from any breaches in this area. Participants will be informed of the voluntary and confidential nature of the research verbally and/or via instructions on the data collection instruments. Participants will also be instructed not to put their name or any identifying information on the submitted form. If using an identification number for coding purposes, the number associated with a participant will not be linked to the participant by name. When collecting physical data from participants, the researcher will immediately place the data in a secure location. Any collected electronic data will be placed on a password-protected computer where the password is known only to the researcher and faculty sponsor. If any information provided by a participant should become known outside the research, it is unlikely that any harm would come to the participant.
